 Data Capture in Support of Contingency Planning
BLUF: Effective immediately, The Office of the Under Secretary of Defense (OUSD), Defense Procurement and Acquisition Policy (DPAP) has released guidance requiring agencies to include the appropriate Product Service Code (PSC) or Federal Supply Class (FSC) on each line item level in every contract or order, and in any modification adding one or more line items. Agencies are required to include the project code at line item level in contracts issued in support of contingency operations to enable traceability of the contract effort to the operation supported.

2. Including proper PSC, FSC and project codes on all contracts at the line item level will increase efforts to improve visibility of contract efforts and specifically reporting and analysis using various data elements. 
3. DPAP semi-annual reviews of contract data will monitor progress. 

4. New policy will be incorporated into the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement or the Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement Procedures, Guidance, and Information.
