Implementation of Government-Furnished Property 

Attachments to Solicitations and Awards
BLUF:  The Office of the Under Secretary of Defense, Acquisition, Technology, and Logistics, Defense Procurement and Defense Procurement and Acquisition Policy (DPAP), issued a memorandum requiring the Implementation of The Defense Federal Acquisition Regulations Supplement (DFARS), Procedures, Guidance, and Information (PGI) 245.201-7, “Implementation of Government Furnished Property Attachments to Solicitations and Awards” which requires all Department of Defense (DoD) components to identify Government-Furnished Property (GFP) information using the specific formats attached to the memorandum.  The DPAP office has established a GFP data schema, Version 1.0, for the collection and repository of required data.

DFARS, Procedures, Guidance, and Information (PGI), Part 245.201-71, “Government Furnished Property Attachments to Solicitations and Awards”, requires all DOD components to identify Government Furnished Property (GFP) using a specific format.  This memorandum provides guidance for the implementation of PGI 245.201-71 and introduces and provides the two GFP electronic formats which DoD components and contractors are to use to provide required GFP data.

To capture required information, contracting officers will use the electronic formats provided in Attachment 1 of the memo.  Both the Requisition Government Furnished Property and Scheduled Government Furnished Property will be incorporated as an attachment to contracts generated by both existing and future Contract Writing Systems (CWS).

Contracting officers shall include the formats in each solicitation as appropriate (e.g., when the resulting contract will include (GFP) and as attachments when posting contracts to Electronic Document Access (EDA)).  In solicitations, the contracting officer shall require contractors to respond using these forms.
