2. Technical Amendments. The final rule adds text at DFARS 203.806 to provide guidance for reporting suspected lobbying violations.
3. Separation of Combined Provisions and Clauses (DFARS Case 2011-D048) separates provisions and clauses currently combined in order to comply with DFARS drafting conventions.  A provision is included only in the solicitation, and generally includes representations and certifications to which the offeror responds in the offer. A clause is included in both the solicitation and resultant contract, and provides terms applicable throughout contract performance. Combining a provision and a clause in a single clause is inconsistent with DFARS drafting conventions. The rule removes the representations from the following 5 DFARS clauses and creates 5 new provisions (204.1202 Solicitation provision) for use in solicitations that include the associated clause:

a. (ii) 259.209-7002, Disclosure of Ownership or Control by a Foreign Government.

b. (iii) 252.209-7003, Reserve Officer Training Corps and Military Recruiting on Campus – Representation.

c. (iv) 252.216-7008, Economic Price Adjustment – Wage Rates or Material Prices Controlled by a Foreign Government – Representation. 
d. (xi) 252.229-7012, Tax Exemptions (Italy) – Representation.
e. (xii) 252.229-7013, Tax Exemptions (Spain) – Representation.    

4. Repeal of Case-by-Case Reporting (DFARS Case 2012-D020) implements Section 809(b) of NDAA for FY 2012 to remove a congressional notification requirement for single source task - or delivery – order contract awards over $103 million.
