Update to the Department of Defense Contracting Officer Representative Tracking Tool


BLUF:  The Office of the Under Secretary of Defense, Acquisition, Technology and Logistics, Director, Defense Procurement and Acquisition Policy, issued a Memorandum, Update to the Department of Defense Contracting Officer Representative Tracking Tool, dated 10 February 2014.  In accordance with subpart 201.602-2 Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement Procedures, Guidance and Information, all Military Departments, Defense Agencies and DoD Field Activities are required to use the Contracting Officer Representative Tracking (CORT) Tool for all contracts for which a Contracting Officers Representative (COR) has been designated.

2. Memorandum, Update to the Department of Defense Contracting Officer Representative Tracking Tool.  This memorandum updates the Office of the Under Secretary of Defense, Acquisition, Technology and Logistics, Director, Defense Procurement and Acquisition Policy, memorandum, Deployment of the Department of Defense Contracting Officer Representative Tracking (CORT) Tool, dated 21 March 2011. 

a. In accordance with DFAR 201.602-2, all DoD Departments and Field Agencies are required to use the CORT Tool for all contracts for which a COR has been designated.   
b. Classified contracts are waived from this requirement.
c. The requirement to use the CORT Tool for contracts “at the micro-purchase threshold” is deleted in its entirety. 
d. The assignment of CORs in the CORT Tool is required for assisted acquisitions.
e. The Wide Area Workflow (WAWF) at https://wawf.eb.mil/ has been assigned as the permanent host site for the CORT Tool.
