Class Deviation - Prohibition on Providing Funds to the Enemy 
and Authorization of Additional Access to Records

BLUF: Effective 15 SEP 2015, Class Deviation 2015-O0016 supersedes Class Deviation 2014-O0020 (dated September 17, 2014), and requires the inclusion of DFARS 252.225-7993 Prohibition on Providing Funds to the Enemy  and 252.225-7984, Additional Access to Contractor and Subcontractor Records (Other than USCENTCOM) in solicitations and contracts.

Contracting officers are required to include DFARS clauses 252.225-7993, Prohibition on Providing Funds to the Enemy  and 252.225-7984, Additional Access to Contractor and Subcontractor Records (Other than USCENTCOM) in solicitations and contracts, including those using FAR part 12 procedures as prescribed below:
a. DFARS clause 252.225-7993, Prohibition on Providing Funds to the Enemy (DEVIATION 2015-O0016) (SEP 2015): Required for solicitations and contracts scheduled for award on or before 31 DEC 2019, with an estimated value above $50,000 that are being, or will be, performed outside of the US in support of contingency operation in which members of the Armed Forces are actively engaged in hostilities. Existing contracts should be modified bilaterally to the maximum extent possible to include the deviation clause.  
b. DFARS  clause 252.225-7984, Additional Access to Contractor and Subcontractor Records (Other than USCENTCOM) (DEVIATION 2015-O0016)(SEP 2015): Required for solicitations and contracts with an estimated value above $50,000 that are being, or will be, performed outside of the US in support of contingency operation in which members of the Armed Forces are actively engaged in hostilities. 
i. Exception: the deviation does not apply to contracts performed in the US Central Command theater of operations (see Class Deviation 2 015-O013).
3. This class deviation implements sections 841 and 842 of the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 2015. HCA authority and guidance for exercising authorities associated with the deviation can be found the AT&L memo and attachments.
