GPC Training Accounts

The GPC Training Account is a separate account that is used solely to purchase government and commercial education and off-the-shelf training.

The GPC training cardholder has the authority, if designated in writing by the Director, Procurement Support Office, to make payments for up to $25,000 to a merchant for the following:

· Government and nongovernment education;
· Off-the-shelf training which is regularly available to the general public and/or Government personnel and includes training offered in catalogs or other printed materials by a college, university professional association, consultant firm, or organization;

· Planned series of the same training event or activity; and

· Course and training-related materials.

Note: Training that is specifically developed, designed, and produced to meet requirements unique to an organization and/or program may not be purchased with the training GPC. Those requirements must be submitted to the PSO through e-Darts.
All training requests must be submitted on a SF 182 to the component’s training officer, appropriately signed, including signature by the GPC Billing Official, prior to the training. The GPC Training Cardholder will contact the vendor to register the participant and purchase the training; the training participant may not register for the class until the training cardholder authorizes him/her to do so.

Any training purchased at the end of a fiscal year for the following fiscal year must meet the Bona Fide Needs Rule, i.e., using this year’s money for this year’s needs. Exceptions may be made if the training occurs very early in the fiscal year, is critical to meeting job requirements, and requires early registration due to the large demand for the training. General Counsel should be consulted prior to purchasing training for the next fiscal year.
